Program Description:

In addition to recounting personal histories of the Wright Brothers and their
families, Dr. Battino will present material showing how scientific the Wrights were
in their approach to flying, even fabricating a wind tunnel and other aerodynamic
testing apparatus in their bicycle shop. He will also detail what he learned by
helping to construct a replica of the 1903 Wright Flyer. Along with H.R. DuFour
and J.D. Arehart, Dr. Battino received a grant to construct the full-scale replica,
which now hangs in the atrium of the Wright State University library. The story of
this project provides unmatched insight into the Wright Brothers’ procedures.

About the Speaker

Rubin Battino is a professor emeritus of chemistry and a licensed counselor
specializing in very brief therapy, hypnotherapy, and guided imagery.

Along with professional model makers H.R. DuFour and J.D. Arehart, Dr. Battino
has edited a book entitled An Oral History of Charles E. Taylor, the Wright
Brothers’ Mechanician. The book is derived from interviews with people who knew
or were related to Taylor, the man who built the Wright Brothers' engines. The
research Battino did for this book and his long tenure at Wright State University
have made him knowledgeable about the history of early flight, especially those
aspects centering on the Wright Brothers.
