Squyres and Jim Bell on the Mars Exploration Rover Mission since the beginning. Diane is part of the 
imaging team, has a rover operations role, and is responsible for the Mars education and outreach 
activities from Cornell.  The title of her slide-illustrated talk is: “Exploring Mars, The One Year 
Anniversary”.  Launched from Earth in the summer of 2003, the rovers landed successfully on different 
areas of Mars about two weeks apart in January 2004.  The unmanned mission has outlasted Scientist’s 
wildest dreams of 120 to 150 sol days; Spirit has eclipsed one-year of operation and Opportunity soon will 
join its twin.  In September 2004, Cornell University personnel returned from Jet Propulsion Laboratory 
headquarters in Pasadena, CA and are carrying out their Science roles from Ithaca.  The mission received 
renewed funding in October. Come hear Diane’s fascinating talk about this triumph in exploring our 
Universe!
